DETECTIVE Chief Inspector Paul Taylor, Head of
Special Branch, gave a presentation on the role and
work undertaken by the Branch to counter terrorism
and domestic extremism across Cheshire.

Outlined was the national threat levels which ranged from low to
critical — the current level is severe which is defined as an attack

officers present and reported on a
number of personnel changes in the
Western Area. The meeting received
performance data for recorded crime,
burglary, violent crime and vehicle crime
for Chester and local incidents of note.

Superintendent Betts reported on his
career history to date and his current
role. He detailed the importance of the
Have Your Say meetings which gave the
public the opportunity to raise issues of
concern which can be addressed by the
appropriate team of dedicated officers.

Inspector Phil Hodgson
Chester Rural NPU
Inspector Hodgson
commented on several
= initiatives in the area
which included the closure of two
cannabis farms with several arrests

-

being made and a substantial quantity
of cannabis seized; the arrest and
imprisonment of a male for an assault in
Christleton; the targeting of youth
nuisance and anti-social behaviour in
Elton by restricting the sale of alcohol to
under 18's and the provision of
diversionary activities.

The Inspector reported
on the work being
undertaken to target
anti-social behaviour; focusing on
prolific and persistent offenders; and
improving customer service. During the
last 6 months one ASBO had been
issued and 110 young people were
being monitored by the police and other
agencies in order to improve their
behaviour. Extensive work was being
undertaken to challenge retailers about
the sale of alcohol to under 18’s. One
particular policing initiative had offered
reassurance and confidence to the local
community and resulted in a significant

increase in customers using shops in
Blacon during the evening. Other
initiatives included working with Chester
& District Housing Trust to instigate
crime reduction measures for vulnerable
tenants and target re-occurring
incidents of crime. In 2007/08 crime
had reduced by 17% resulting in 936
fewer victims.

Inspector Mel Williams
Chester Inner NPU
Inspector Williams
discussed the pro-active
work undertaken by a
Sergeant and a team of ten officers to
target alcohol related crime in the City
centre particularly on Friday and
Saturday evenings. By working with the
licensing authority and ‘Pubwatch’,
undertaking high visibility patrols, and
targeting hotspots - alcohol related crime
had reduced. A 10 year ASBO preventing
entry into pubs, restaurants and other on-
licensed premises across Cheshire as a
whole had been issued on a violent and
intimidating 34 year old male.
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Communities were asked to
remain vigilant to people who
may be visiting terrorist related
internet sites, people who
were using false travel IF vy
documents or suspicious Y
people renting lock up garages
or self storage facilities.

Q. A representative of Kelsall Parish Council commented
on anti-social behaviour, litter, alcohol related nuisance and
speeding in the village.

A. Inspector Hodgson agreed to inform the Roads Policing
Unit of the issue of speeding and had held discussions with
the Parish Council on the other issues.

Q. Support for the 17% increase in the police budget and
whether the cost per taxpayer should be promoted as
opposed to the percentage increase.

A. The Chairman agreed that this is the format that the
Authority wished the increase to be viewed.

Q. How could ASBOs be better publicised in rural areas —
on parish notice boards?

A. Chief Superintendent Jackson replied that those people
who had been convicted of criminal offences or were
subject of ASBOs had forfeited their right to anonymity.
However, the circulation and publication of photographs of
offenders needed to be targeted in those areas that they
were known to frequent.

Q. Concern about ‘fly-tipping’ in Dunham Hill and the cost
to the Parish Council for its removal and about the
introduction of various speed limits and signage in the area.

Cheshire Police Authority QRYIUTTETLAEELD partnership

A. The Chairman advised that the issue of ‘fly tipping’ was
the responsibility of Chester City Council and that any
‘street scene’ issues should be reported on 01244 402477.
The speed limit issues should be raised with Cheshire
County Council.

Appreciation was expressed from a representative of
Huxley ‘Homewatch’ for the increased police presence in
the rural areas and for the dissemination of regular
information to ‘Homewatch’ co-ordinators.

A comment was made that more should be undertaken to
provide diversionary opportunities for young people. The
Chairman advised that the Constabulary was involved with
multi-agencies including the Youth Service to provide
positive activities.

Q. Clarification was sought on the procedures for dealing
with abandoned/lost or injured dogs on the highway.

A. The Chief Constable commented that the police were
not responsible for looking after lost and injured dogs and
did not have the budget to fund associated Vets bills.
Chester City Council was the responsible authority and
should be contacted.
